ACTING CLASS (45 minutes per week)
Teachers: Simone McAlonen, Taylor Gautier, Sherry Harrington,
Study and refine the core practices of great acting:

. Objective and obstacle

. Playing tactics

. Character relationships

. “Moment before” action

. Raising the stakes

. Voicework: projection, diction, phrasing, tone, register

COMEDY & IMPROV WORKSHOP (45 minutes per week)
Teachers: Carlie Craig, Simone McAlonen, Sherry Harrington
Study and refine the fundamentals of comedy:

. Sharpen your on-stage listening

. Quicken your on-stage reflexes

. Strengthen your partner work using written scenes and improvised sketches
. Engage subtlety as a device

CHARACTER CREATION & SKETCH COMEDY CLASS (45 min per week)

Inhabit your characters in scenes and improvised sketches
